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First, we discussed opportunities to raise money from other coalitions.  We wanted to explore developing a flyer to take to the Coalitions meeting at the Pioneer Network conference listing products we could provide them, etc. We have DVDs developed via grants, the “Be With Me Today” DVD (in which Richard Taylor will donate proceeds to CCNG), and the ever popular Culture Change Connection (monthly e-update).  .

After discussing the idea of inviting state coalitions to “subscribe” to the CC Connection, we decided to go bigger and develop it on a larger scale.  We will try to expand the number of subscribers (since it’s FREE) then go after sponsors for each issue.  That way it can serve as a service/support to coalitions in other states – most have low/no budgets.  We have purchased the CC Connection domain name, etc. and can begin working to develop this project.  

DVDs:  We will go ahead and prepare to sell the 3-part DVD series, Many Paths to Person-Centered Care (and each DVD individually as well) and offer state coalitions discounts for bulk copies.  We would like to do this via Have a Good Life Media.  They invested many hours in the development of the DVDs and are prepared to accept payment for orders, etc.  
We feel our main and most pressing focus is to obtain CMP funds to support the CCNG.  We know it takes a paid person to ensure we stay on task and continue making progress.

We will ask supporting organizations to provide financial support as well.  We need to discuss how this can work.  It could be done via grants, sponsorships, etc. from supporting organizations.  There are opportunities for in-kind services (making copies, providing envelops, postage, etc.) where organizations to participate as well.
